20. Immigration: Gather the Facts, 
Get the Tools and Go into Your Community

Every day, we are bombarded with news (often
negative) about the immigration situation in the
United States. How should we respond? Learn and
share what is being done across the country, and
brainstorm ways to adapt these ideas for your
community. Come assemble your own immigration
toolkit that will help you provide direct services to
new immigrant communities, educate others and

participate in advocacy efforts on a variety of the
most current immigration issues.

Julia Thorne is immigration counsel in the PC(USA)’s
Office of the General Assembly and manages
immigration issues for the church. She also coordinates
immigration advocacy efforts and creates and
distributes immigration resources for the denomination.  

21. Advancing Human Rights 
in Our Food System 

Since 2002, the PC(USA) has worked with the
Coalition of Immokalee Workers to change the
domestic tomato industry and retail food system to
advance and ensure the human rights of
farmworkers. Learn about this successful movement,
the church’s unique role and the lessons it holds for
systemic change in the wider food industry.

Noelle Damico is the associate for fair food in the
Presbyterian Hunger Program. She coordinates the
PC(USA) Campaign for Fair Food and sits at the
General Assembly Mission Council’s Human
Trafficking Roundtable. 

22. White Privilege: What Is It and How Can
Presbyterian Women Respond?

This workshop will include activities to help white
Presbyterian women identify the privileges that
come to them just by being white, and will discuss
how Presbyterian Women are responding faithfully
to the reality of white privilege.

Particular focus will be placed on the
experiences of women and children in poverty in
the context of developing countries, as compared
to inner-city poverty in America. Concepts will be
drawn from the curriculum by Ruby Payne, et al.
Bridges Out of Poverty, a community-based model
that addresses the root causes of poverty and how
to transition out of that reality.
